Ordinance:
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An Ordinance to Revise and Consolidate, Amend, Supplement and Codify the General Ordinances of Price County
The Board of Supervisors of Price County does hereby ordain as follows:
§ 1-1. Adoption of Code.
Pursuant to § 66.0103, Wis. Stats., the ordinances of Price County of a general and permanent nature adopted by the
Board of Supervisors of Price County, as revised, codified and consolidated into chapters and sections by General Code,
and consisting of Chapters 1 through 530, together with an Appendix, are hereby approved, adopted, ordained and
enacted as the "Code of Price County," hereinafter referred to as the "Code."
§ 1-2. Code supersedes prior ordinances.
This ordinance and the Code shall supersede all other general and permanent ordinances enacted prior to the enactment
of this Code, except such ordinances as are hereinafter expressly saved from repeal or continued in force.
§ 1-3. Continuation of existing provisions.
The provisions of the Code, insofar as they are substantively the same as those of the ordinances in force immediately
prior to the enactment of the Code by this ordinance, are intended as a continuation of such ordinances and not as new
enactments, and the effectiveness of such provisions shall date from the date of adoption of the prior ordinances.
8§ 1-4. Copy of Code on file.
A copy of the Code has been filed in the office of the County Clerk and shall remain there for use and examination by the
public for at least two weeks, in accordance with § 66.0103, Wis. Stats., and until final action is taken on this ordinance,
and, if this ordinance shall be adopted, such copy shall be certified to by the County Clerk, and such certified copy shall
remain on file in the office of said County Clerk to be made available to persons desiring to examine the same during all
times while said Code is in effect.
§ 1-5. Amendments to Code.
Any and all additions, deletions, amendments or supplements to the Code, when adopted in such form as to indicate the
intention of the Board of Supervisors to make them a part thereof, shall be deemed to be incorporated into such Code so
that reference to the "Code of Price County" shall be understood and intended to include such additions, deletions,
amendments or supplements. Whenever such additions, deletions, amendments or supplements to the Code shall be
adopted, they shall thereafter be inserted in the Code as amendments and supplements thereto.
§ 1-6. Publication; filing.
The Price County Clerk, pursuant to law, shall cause to be published, in the manner required by law, a notice of the
adoption of this ordinance. Sufficient copies of the Code shall be maintained in the office of the Clerk for inspection by the
public at all times during regular office hours. The publication of notice of the enactment of this ordinance, coupled with
the availability of a copy of the Code for inspection by the public, shall be deemed, held and considered to be due and
legal publication of all provisions of the Code for all purposes.
§ 1-7. Code to be kept up-to-date.
It shall be the duty of the County Clerk, or someone authorized and directed by the Clerk, to keep up-to-date the certified
copy of the Code required to be filed in the Clerk's office for use by the public. Ail changes in said Code and all
ordinances adopted subsequent to the effective date of this codification which shall be adopted specifically as part of the
Code shall, when finally adopted, be included therein by reference until such changes or new ordinances are included as
supplements to said Code.
§ 1-8. Sale of Code.
Copies of the Code, or any chapter or portion of it, may be purchased from the Clerk or an authorized agent of the Clerk
upon the payment of a fee to be set by the Board of Supervisors. The Clerk may also arrange for procedures for the
periodic supplementation of the Code.
§ 1-9. Altering or tampering with Code; penalties for violation.
It shall be unlawful for anyone to improperly change or amend, by additions or deletions, any part or portion of the Code or
to alter or tamper with such Code in any manner whatsoever which will cause the law of Price County to be
misrepresented thereby. Anyone violating this section or any part of this ordinance shall be subject, upon conviction, to a
forfeiture of not more than $500, in the discretion of the judge imposing the same.
81-10. Severability of Code provisions.
Each section of the Code and every part of each section is an independent section or part of a section, and the holding of
any section or a part thereof to be unconstitutional, void or ineffective for any cause shall not be deemed to affect the
validity or constitutionality of any other sections or parts thereof. If any provision of this Code or the application thereof to
any person or circumstances is held invalid, the remainder of this Code and the application of such provision to other
persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby.
§ 1-11. Severability of ordinance provisions.
Each section of this ordinance is an independent section, and the holding of any section or part thereof to be
unconstitutional, void or ineffective for any cause shall not be deemed to affect the validity or constitutionality of any other
sections or parts thereof.
81-12. Repealer.
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All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions contained in the Code adopted by this ordinance are
hereby repealed; provided, however, that such repeal shall only be to the extent of such inconsistency, and any valid
legislation of Price County which is not in conflict with the provisions of the Code shall be deemed to remain in full force
and effect. In addition, the following County ordinances are specifically repealed:

A. Ordinance Nos. 882 and 938 relating to dance halls.

B. Ordinance No. 1705 relating to the Pension Department.

C. Ordinance No. 1941 relating to the Welfare and Social Security Aids Committee.

D. An ordinance adopted June 24, 1958, relating to a subsistence allowance for law enforcement officers.

E. Ordinance No. 4515 relating to a mental health center.

F. Ordinance No. 1-74 relating to the Commission on Aging.

G. Ordinance No. 4554 relating to the recovery of legal fees.

H. Ordinance No. 2-83 relating to the possession of firearms in public places.

I. Ordinance No. 2-85 relating to purchasing and bidding.

§ 1-13. Ordinances saved from repeal.

The adoption of this Code and the repeal of ordinances provided for in 8 1 -12 of this ordinance shall not affect the
following ordinances, rights and obligations, which are hereby expressly saved from repeal:

J. Any ordinance adopted subsequent to November 12, 2014.

K. Any right or liability established, accrued or incurred under any legislative provision prior to the effective date of this
ordinance or any action or proceeding brought for the enforcement of such right or liability.

L. Any offense or act committed or done before the effective date of this ordinance in violation of any legislative provision
or any penalty, punishment or forfeiture which may result therefrom.

M. Any prosecution, indictment, action, suit or other proceeding pending or any judgment rendered prior to the effective
date of this ordinance brought pursuant to any legislative provision.

N. Any franchise, license, right, easement or privilege heretofore granted or conferred.

0. Any ordinance providing for the laying out, opening, altering, widening, relocating, straightening, establishing grade,
changing name, improvement, acceptance or vacation of any right-of-way, easement, street, road, highway, park or other
public place or any portion thereof.

P. Any ordinance appropriating money or transferring funds, promising or guaranteeing the payment of money or
authorizing the issuance and delivery of any bond or other instruments or evidence of the County's indebtedness.

Q. Ordinances authorizing the purchase, sale, lease or transfer of property or any lawful contract or obligation.

R. The levy or imposition of taxes, assessments or charges.

S. The annexation or dedication of property or approval of preliminary or final subdivision plats.

T. Ordinances providing for improvements or assessing taxes or special assessments therefor.

U. All currently effective ordinances pertaining to the rate and manner of payment of salaries and compensation of County
officers and employees.

V. Any legislation relating to or establishing a pension plan or pension fund for County employees.

W. Any ordinances adopting or amending a Zoning Map or otherwise rezoning property.

X. Any ordinance or portion of an ordinance establishing a specific fee amount for any license, permit or service obtained
from the County.

Y. Any charter ordinance.

Z. Any ordinance or portion of an ordinance establishing or amending a deposit or bond schedule.

§ 1-14. Changes in previously adopted ordinances.

A. In compiling and preparing the ordinances for publication as the Code of Price County, no changes in the meaning or
intent of such ordinances have been made, except as provided for in Subsection C hereof. In addition, certain
grammatical changes and other minor nonsubstantive changes were made in one or more of said pieces of legislation. It
is the intention of the Board of Supervisors that all such changes be adopted as part of the Code as if the ordinances had
been previously formally amended to read as such.

B. The adoption of the Code includes the adoption of the following new ordinance: Chapter 290, Fees and Penalties.

C. In addition, the amendments and/or additions as set forth in Schedule A attached hereto and made a part hereof are
made herewith, to become effective upon the effective date of this ordinance. (Chapter and section number references
are to the ordinances as they have been renumbered and appear in the Code.)

81-15. When effective.

This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as required by law.

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Resolution 10-15
Support Retention of Existing Model of Family Care
WHEREAS, Family Care enables individuals with physical disabilities, cognitive disabilities, and the frail elderly to remain
in their own homes to avoid institutionalization; and
WHEREAS, Family Care has been proven to reduce the cost per member for publicly funded long-term care services
while receiving very high customer satisfaction ratings; and
WHEREAS, Governor Walker's 2015-2017 budget proposal would restructure Wisconsin’s long-term care (LTC) Family
Care Program and has the potential to dismantle existing county Aging and Disability Resource Centers (ADRC); and
WHEREAS, input regarding the proposed changes was not sought from people who receive long-term care services; their
families; aging and disability advocates; local officials; Managed Care Organizations, ADRCs; provider agencies; the
State Long-term Care Advisory Council or legislators; and
WHEREAS, the Governor’s budget would replace the existing Managed Care Organizations with statewide (potentially
for-profit) health insurance companies that will provide primary and acute health care as well as long-term care service
using a no-bid process; and
WHEREAS, the Governor’s budget would give authority to the Department of Health Services (DHS) to eliminate county-
run ADRC'’s by contracting out many of their functions; and
WHEREAS, Wisconsin’s ADRCs are a nationally recognized model for providing the public with resources and options
counseling that assist individuals and their families to maximize personal assets and resources before accessing and
relying on publicly funded long-term care; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Price County Health & Human Services Board assembled this 1* day of
April 2015, does hereby recommend that the Price County Board of Supervisors pass a resolution supporting that
Wisconsin retain its existing, successful and cost-effective model of ADRCs and Family Care until stakeholders are
included in pursuing opportunities to improve the quality and effectiveness of the long-term care delivery system.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Price County Health & Human Services Board also recommends that the Price
County Board of Supervisors direct the County Clerk to provide a copy of the resolution to Governor Scott Walker, State

Resolution 11-15
Requesting Adequate Funding for the Income Maintenance Consortia
WHEREAS, the 2015-17 state budget includes $26,463,300 of annual base Income Maintenance funding and $4,730,100
of annual Food Share Employment and Training funding as requested. However, the budget inadequately funds the
Income Maintenance workload sustained as a result of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA); and
WHEREAS, Governor Walker's proposed budget only includes $4,907,400 of PPACA funding for calendar year 2016 and
only $2,453,700 for calendar year 2017 which is a reduction from the $9,814,800 received in calendar 2015; and
WHEREAS, the Income Maintenance Consortia across the state has sustained a 5.6% increase in caseload from
September 1, 2013 through February 28, 2015 and a 10.8% increase in applications processed from calendar year 2014
to calendar year 2015 which creates a blended workload increase of 8.2%. This increase would translate into $7,291,871
of annual PPACA funding to fully fund the consortia for their ongoing increased workload from PPACA; and
WHEREAS, all county and tribal agencies are required to operate a Fraud Prevention and Investigation Program (FPIP) to
prevent and detect fraud of Income Maintenance Programs by local citizens. Fraud funding for counties/consortia was
reduced from $2.5 million in 2002 to $500,000 in 2011 and has remained at that lower level; and
WHEREAS, in 2012, the ten income maintenance consortia were formed and the number of individuals served by the
Income Maintenance Programs has increased over time. The number of individuals enrolled in Medicaid/BadgerCare +
increased by 7% from 2009 to 2014. The number of individuals receiving Food Share benefits increased by 40% between
2009 and 2014. State revenues from collections increased 140% from $353,987 in 2009 to $851,919 in 2014 for a total of
$3.3 million. As a result, the unprocessed backlog of fraud referrals has risen to an all-time high. Estimated value of
collections if claims had been established for this backlog is $19.1 million.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Price County Health & Human Services Board assembled this 1* day of
April 2015, does hereby recommend that the Price County Board of Supervisors pass a resolution encouraging the
legislature to carefully consider adequately funding the Income Maintenance Consortia due to the increased workload
created by the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act. The Board further recommends that the legislature grant the
funding request of $1.5 million in additional fraud funding for the Fraud Prevention and Investigation Program consortia,
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for a total of $2 million. This will result in incentive funding being received from the Federal Government which should
result in the increased funding being cost neutral.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Price County Health & Human Services Board also recommends that the Price
County Board of Supervisors direct the County Clerk to provide a copy of the resolution to Governor Scott Walker, State
Senator Janet Bewley, Representative Beth Meyers, members of the Joint Finance Committee, the Wisconsin Counties
Association, the Wisconsin Counties Human Services Association and all 72 counties of Wisconsin.

Resolution 12-15
Support Communicable Disease Control for Population Health
WHEREAS, Wisconsin has no dedicated, stable federal and state funding sources for communicable disease control and
prevention efforts; and
WHEREAS, a strong public health infrastructure is paramount to the health of all citizens; and
WHEREAS, emerging and existing communicable diseases threaten health security, economies, and quality of life for all;
and
WHEREAS, communicable diseases such as Ebola, HIN1, measles, HIV and AIDS, tuberculosis influenza, measles,
syphilis, gonorrhea, rabies, hepatitis, polio, and pertussis, can threaten the lives and well-being of Wisconsin residents;
and
WHEREAS, emerging and re-emerging threats such as Ebola, HIN1, SARS, and measles threaten personal and
community safety and require substantial resources to contain; and
WHEREAS, Wisconsin local health department communicable disease programs protect residents by investigating and
controlling communicable diseases, collecting data, educating the community about prevention and the importance of
immunizations, and caring for those affected by these diseases; and
WHEREAS, public health departments have been successful in controlling communicable diseases through case
reporting and involvement of public health staff in referral of exposed persons for screening and prevention services; and
WHEREAS, evidence in the scientific literature indicates that partner notification services are not adequately assured in
the absence of specific public health staff involvement; and
WHEREAS, local health departments and the State of Wisconsin have demonstrated commitment, competence and
success in assuring the confidentiality of persons with reported communicable disease for decades, including cases of
AIDS; and
WHEREAS, local health departments have placed a high priority on communicable disease control; and
WHEREAS, communicable disease control is one of the ten essential functions of public health with approximately 24
Wisconsin Statutes and Administrative Rules that require local health departments to investigate, prevent and control
communicable diseases.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Price County Board of Supervisors urges the state legislature to develop
and enact bipartisan support for funding of comprehensive, sustainable, effective and evidence based communicable
disease control and prevention for the public’s health.

Resolution 13-15
Rescind Resolution #38-14 and Re-authorize Price County Land Conservation Department to Apply for a River Protection
Grant
WHEREAS, Price County Resolution #38-14, authorizing the Price County Land Conservation Department to apply for a
River Protection Grant was adopted on August 19, 2014; and

2.2 SHORELAND ZONING MAPS. The maps designated below are hereby adopted and made part of this
ordinance. They are on file in the office of the Zoning Administrator for Price County.

1984).
b. The most recent version of the Wisconsin Wetland Inventory as depicted on the Department of
Natural Resources Surface Water Data Viewer.
c. Floodplain zoning maps identified as Flood Hazard Boundary Maps and dated December 29, 1978.
2.4 MUNICIPALITIES AND STATE AGENCIES REGULATED. Unless specifically exempted by law, all cities,
villages, towns, and countries are required to comply with this ordinance and obtain all necessary permits.
State agencies are required to comply when s.13.48(13), Wis. Stats., applies. The construction,
reconstruction maintenance and repair of state highways and bridges by the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation are exempt when s. 30.2022(1) 36-32{(4)}{a)-Wis. Stats., applies.
3.22 REQUIREMENTS FOR PLANNED RESIDENTIAL UNIT DEVELOPMENT. The county board may at its
discretion, upon its own motion or upon petition, approve a Planned Residential Unit Development either by
approving first an overlay district and then a plat or by approving only a plat for the specific planned
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residential project upon finding, after a public hearing held by the county zoning committee, that all of the

following facts exist:

e. Lot Sizes, Width, Setbacks, and Tree-cutting. The lot sizes, widths, and setbacks shall not be less than
those provided for in current statutes eh—Coemm-83- SPS 385, Wis.

4.5 TOTAL BUILDABLE LOT AREA No more than 15% or 10,000 square feet, Whlchever is less, of the area
located within 208 300 feet of a navigable lake, river or stream of any lot or condominium unit may be
converted to an impervious surface. Impervious surfaces shall include but not be limited to roofs, driveways,
patios and decks. Fifty (50) percent of the surface area of gravel dnveways and walkways shaII be
consrdered impervious. ;

451 A parcel or unit may exceed the impervious surface limitations provided that a stormwater management
plan certified by a registered professional engineer is approved by the Price County Zoning Administrator and
implemented concurrent with the construction activities that create impervious surfaces exceeding the
restrictions of this ordinance.

a. Maintenance and repair of all impervious surfaces.
b. Replacement of existing impervious surfaces.
c. Relocation or modification of existing impervious surfaces with similar or different impervious surfaces
provided that the modification does not result in a net increase in percentage of impervious surface.
5.0 SETBACKS FROM THE WATER.
5.1 LOTS THAT ABUT ON NAVIGABLE WATERS. All buildings and structures, except piers, boat hoists, open
fences and structures exempt under sections 5.3, 5.4, 5.5, 5.6, and 5.7 waterfront-storage-structuresretaining
walls-and-epen-fences which may require a lesser setback, shall be set back at least 75 feet from the ordinary
highwater mark of navigable waters. All distances unless otherwise specified should be measured horizontally.

17. Maintenance and Repair - includes such activities as interior remodeling, exterior remodeling, and the

replacement or enhancement of plumbing or electrical systems, insulation, windows, doors, siding, or roof
within the existing building envelope.
18. Mitigation - means balancing measures that are designed, implemented and function to restore natural
functions and values that are otherwise lost through development and human activities.

Restoring Funding for County Forest Administration Grant Program

WHEREAS, Price County has land entered into the Wisconsin County Forest Law (Wis. State Statutes 28.10 and 28.11)
and is a member of the Wisconsin County Forest Association (WCFA); and
WHEREAS, the WCFA represents the forestry interests of 29 counties with 2.4 million acres of forest lands entered into
the Wisconsin County Forest Law; and
WHEREAS, State Statute 28.11(1) PURPOSE. The purpose of this section is to provide the basis for a permanent
program of county forests and to enable and encourage the planned development and management of the county forests
for optimum production of forest products together with recreational opportunities, wildlife, watershed protection and
stabilization of stream flow, giving full recognition to the concept of multiple-use to assure maximum public benefits; to
protect the public rights, interests and investments in such lands; and to compensate the counties for the public uses,
benefits and privileges these lands provide; all in a manner which will provide a reasonable revenue to the towns in which
such lands lie; and
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WHEREAS, Price County depends on the funds from the County Forest Administration Grant to assist in the operations
and funding of the Price County Forest for the public’'s benefit; and
WHEREAS, the Wisconsin forestry mil tax (segregated funds) provides the funding for the County Forest Administration
Grant; and
WHEREAS, the WCFA and Price County, through the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR) strategic
direction, have identified the County Forest Administration Grant as our number one priority to be funded through the
forestry mil tax fund; and
WHEREAS, Governor Walker’s proposed 2015-2017 biennial budget has removed language for the entire County Forest
Administration Grant program and eliminated the mechanism for awarding traditional county forest administrator grants of
$1.2 - $1.3 million along with the $50,000 grant for organizational dues payment; and
WHEREAS, if these budget cuts go through it will mean a reduction in the level of service and staff provided for the
public’s benefit in the management of the Price County Forest.

Increase the Acreage Share Payments (ASP) to Towns with County Forest Landsfrom $.30 to $1.00 Per Acre
WHEREAS, Price County has 15 towns with County Forest Land totaling 92,267 acres; and
WHEREAS, County Forest Lands are entered under Wis. State Statute 28.11, County Forest Law, which outlines the
framework for County Forest Management; and

County Forest Lands. This amount was established in 1989 and has not increased in over 25 years; and
WHEREAS, National PILT payment for National Forest Lands are approximately $1.00 per acre to local units of

WHEREAS, ASP to towns help maintain forest roads providing access to the County Forests Lands; and
WHEREAS, an increase in the County Forest ASP to $1 would increase payments to towns in Price County by over
$64,587 annually; and
WHEREAS, sufficient funds are available in the forest mil tax for at least three years.

engaged in the assessment of property, will reduce local control and increase costs to the taxpayer; and
WHEREAS, the costs of a county assessment system accomplishing 100% market valuation annually will be on average
$25 per parcel statewide, which is significantly more than what many communities currently spend on assessment
services; and

programming, while the counties are required to pay for these costs; and
WHEREAS, the Governor’s proposal arbitrarily establishes 2015 as the base year for determining a municipality’s
payment to the county for assessment services, which will leave some communities that happen to be in the midst of a
revaluation that year paying substantially more than other communities and some communities paying less than the
amount necessary to administer the assessment program, thereby resulting in a financial hardship to the county; and
WHEREAS, property owners will lose the convenience of board of review proceedings in their own municipality by having
to travel to county sites for board of review; and

Amended Ordinance 2010-02, All Terrain Vehicle (ATV) Route Ordinance (FAILED)

SECTION | - TITLE AND PURPOSE. The title of this ordinance is the Price County All- Terrain Vehicle (ATV) Route
Ordinance. The purpose of this ordinance is to establish ATV routes on designated Price County Highways (defined as
highways owned and maintained by Price County) and to regulate ATV and Utility Terrain Vehicle (UTV) operation on
such ATV routes.
SECTION Il - AUTHORITY. The Price County Board, Price County Wisconsin, has the specific authority to adopt this ATV
Route Ordinance under Wis. Stats. §23.33(8)(b) and (11).
SECTION Il - ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE. The Price County Board, Price County, Wisconsin, by this ordinance,
adopted on proper notice with a quorum and majority vote of the Price County supervisors present and voting, provides
the authority for the County to designate ATV routes on Price County Highways and to regulate the use of ATVs and
UTVs on those routes.
SECTION IV - OPERATION OF ATVs. Pursuant to Wis. Stats. §23.33(4)(d) 4, except as otherwise provided in Wis. Stats.
§23.33(4), no person may operate an ATV or UTV on the roadway portion of any Price County Highway except portions
designated as ATV routes under this ordinance. Operation of ATVs and UTVs on a Price County Highway that is an ATV
route is authorized only for the extreme right side of the roadway--not the shoulders-- except that left turns may be made
from any part of the roadway that is safe given prevailing conditions.
SECTION V - DESIGNATION OF ATV ROUTES. No portion of any Price County Highway shall be deemed to be an ATV
route unless it is so designated on the map entitled “Official Price County Highway ATV Routes, Price County, Wisconsin”
maintained by and displayed in the Price County Clerk’s office at the Price County Courthouse and the office of the Price
County Highway Department, 704 N Lake Ave, Phillips, Wisconsin, and unless such designated portion of the Price
County Highway is legally signed as an ATV route. All notations and references shown on the map are incorporated into
this ordinance.

SECTION VI - CONDITIONS APPLICABLE TO ATV ROUTES.

Pursuant to s. 23.33 (8) (d), Wis. Stats., the following restrictions are placed on the use of ATV routes upon any portion of
Price County Highways designated by this ordinance on and the map created by it:

A. Routes shall be marked with uniform ATV route signs in accordance with S: NR 64.12 (7), Wisconsin
Administrative Code. No person may do any of the following with respect to signs marking ATV routes
upon any designated portion of Price County Highways:

1. Intentionally remove, damage, deface, move, or obstruct any uniform ATV route or trail sign or
standard or intentionally interfere with the effective operation of any uniform ATV route or trail sign or
stands if the sign or standard is legally placed by the state, any municipality, or any authorized
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individual.

2. Possess any uniform ATV route or trail sign or standard of the type established by the department for
the warning instruction or information of the public, unless he or she obtained the uniform ATV route
or trail sign or standard in a lawful manner. Possession of a uniform ATV route or trail sign or
standard creates a rebuttable presumption of illegal possession.

B. Operation shall be subject to all provisions of s. 23.33, Wis. Stats., which is adopted as a part of this ordinance
by reference, pursuant to s. 23.33 (11), Wis. Stats.

C. A copy of this ordinance together with the map referenced herein and any future amendments to either this
ordinance or maodifications to the map shall be sent by the Price County Clerk Highway-Department to the

Price County Sheriff's Department and to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.

D. Restrictions:

projects which enables the Highway Department to pulverize and pave approximately three miles of county highways on
an annual basis; and
WHEREAS, Price County has explored other funding sources for highway improvement projects; and
WHEREAS, with the current level of funding, it would take Price County over 75 years to address its highway
improvement needs; and
WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Transportation Finance and Policy Commission in its January 2013 report entitled "Keeping
Wisconsin Moving-Smart Investments, Measurable Results" recommended support for legislation to authorize a maximum
one-half-percent (0.5%) local option sales tax, for transportation purposes, in counties with population less than 100,000;
and
WHEREAS, such a tax would allow Price County to raise approximately $700 thousand per year and would spread part of
the burden of paying for county highway improvement projects to county residents, tourists and visitors alike; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Price County Board of Supervisors supports legislation allowing Price
County to apply a 0.5% sales tax, the proceeds of which to be used for highway improvement projects.

Ordinance 2016-01

CHAPTER 403
ARTICLE XIV
Tobacco and Smoking Product Use in Courthouse, County Buildings and Vehicles

§ 403-56. Purpose.
The purpose of this article is to protect the environment and public health by prohibiting the use of tobacco and smoking
products in designated buildings and vehicles. Numerous studies have found that tobacco smoke is a major contributor of
indoor air pollution, and that breathing secondhand smoke (also known as environmental tobacco smoke) is a cause of
disease in healthy non-smokers, including heart disease, stroke, respiratory illness and cancers. Smokeless or “chew”
tobacco has created housekeeping concerns because of the inappropriate disposal of used “chew” tobacco. Currently,
the secondhand effects of vapors produced by certain smoking products are unknown; however, the chemicals present
are known to be harmful to one’s health.
§ 403-57. Definitions.
In this article the following terms have the following meanings:
COUNTY BUILDING — Any building owned, leased or otherwise used by Price County. The term “building” means any
structure that is intended for sheltering people, for storing property, or for working or office space; that is covered by a roof
and encloses space; that is not readily moved or disassembled; and that is commonly known to be a building because of
its appearance and because of the materials of which it is constructed.
COUNTY VEHICLE - Any vehicle owned or leased by the county.
SMOKING PRODUCTS - “Smoking products” mean tobacco, a tobacco substitute, smoke produced by a tobacco
product, any substance produced by a tobacco substitute such as a nicotine containing inhalant, whether by means of a
cigar, cigarette, electronic cigarette, water pipe, or any other instrumentality
TOBACCO PRODUCTS — The term “tobacco products” shall have the meaning as defined in Wisconsin State Statutes
Section 139.75(12), as it presently exists or may from time to time be amended. Notwithstanding any language in
Wisconsin State Statutes Section 139.75(12), “tobacco products” shall also include “cigarettes” as defined in Wisconsin
State Statutes Section 139.30(1m), as it presently exists or may from time to time be amended.
§ 403-58. Prohibited activity.
It is unlawful for anyone to use tobacco and smoking products in any county building, as defined in § 403-57 of the Price
County Code, or county vehicles defined in§ 403-57 of the Price County Code. Use of tobacco and smoking products will
be allowed if the use of tobacco and smoking products takes place a minimum of twenty-five (25) feet from the entrance of
any building that may be located thereon.
§ 403-59. Authority to establish changes.
Authority to establish necessary changes governing tobacco and smoking products in county buildings and vehicles will
be governed by the Health and Human Services Board in consultation with the County Buildings and Grounds
Department.
§ 403-60. Violations and penalties; enforcement.
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A. Any person violating any provisions of this article in the first six months after passage by the Price County Board
of Supervisors will receive a verbal warning. After this point, anyone violating any section of this article shall be
subject to a forfeiture as provided in Chapter 290 of the County Code plus any penalty assessment and court
costs.
